You will participate in one chosen Track for the week, but there will be many times when all Tracks join together for worship, Bible teaching, prayer meetings, FUN Nights, and of course meals and recreation.  There will also be several times during the week when your whole chapter will be able to meet together.  Recreational opportunities include basketball, volleyball, tennis, ropes courses, Frisbee golf, water sports (swimming, boating and sailing), game room activities and hiking. Tubing, parasailing and water-skiing may also be available if conditions permit.  There will be an additional charge for para-sailing if it is available.  We will take an offering at Basileia as part of our Twinning Partnership with our sister IFES student movement in South Africa. We will ask you to give generously as you are able. We hope that most would consider giving $25.  There will be an extensive book table with valuable resources on sale.
